Develop a resource guide that suggests to parents recommended resources for family

Use these things from what is taught at church to 
stimulate spiritual  conversations in  your home. 

Provide catalyst venues and events that introduce parents to Parenting 6.7.                          
During the school year, our team hosts Parent Potlucks once a month for parents to discuss   
critical family issues, which equip them with biblical truth. Watch and listen for the next Parent 
Potluck and for other information on opportunities to be equipped.
